WHEN LAST WE MET: Despite shooting 51 percent (14–for–27) from beyond the arc, the 
Otters couldn’t hold off Humboldt State as the Jacks took an 87–79 decision last February in 
Lumberjack Arena. Jahvon Johnson led CSUMB with 15 points. Josh Kollman added 14. Davasyia 
Hagger led five Lumberjacks in double figures with 20 points.

JOHNSON JOINS THE CLUB… By scoring a game–high 23 points Saturday versus Dominguez 
Hills, Jahvon Johnson became the third Otter to score 20 points in a game this season. He joins 
Charlie Tooley — who poured in 24 at San Francisco State — and Joseph Bosetti — who went 
for 22 Thursday night against UC San Diego — in the 20–point club.

A PERFECT 10 (FOR 10)… Jahvon Johnson joined another elite club Saturday by going a perfect 
10–for–10 from the free–throw line against Dominguez Hills. He became just the sixth player in 
Otter history to enjoy a perfect game from the line while making at least 10 free throws. He is the 
first Otter to accomplish the feat since Davion Berry set the CSUMB record by going 14–for–14 
from the line against Sonoma State on Feb. 18, 2011.

GIVE AND TAKE… Not only has Charlie Tooley led the Otters in assists through eight games with 
22, he has become quite the accomplished thief on the other end of the floor. Tooley collected 
his team–leading 15 steal of the season Saturday versus Dominguez Hills. He ranks No. 6 in the 
CCAA with a team–leading 1.9 spg average through eight games.

OTTERS AMONG THE CCAA LEADERS… In addition to Charlie Tooley, here’s where other Otters 
rank amongst the CCAA leaders as the season reaches the one–third mark: SCORING – No. 12 
Jahvon Johnson (14.3 ppg); No. 16 Charlie Tooley (13.3 ppg). REBOUNDING – No. 21 Joseph 
Bosetti (5.4 rpg); FT PCT. – No. 6 Jahvon Johnson (.842).

WE LOVE THE 80s: Despite Saturday’s 86–84 loss to Dominguez Hills, the 80s have been incred-
ibly friendly territory for the Otters in recent history. CSUMB owns a 41–9 (.820) mark in its last 
50 games when scoring at least 80 in regulation dating to the 2007–08 season.

No. 18 AND CLIMBING… With 23 points Saturday versus Dominguez Hills, Jahvon Johnson 
moved past Mateo Jones and into the No. 17 spot on the Otter career scoring list with 664 points. 
He needs 14 more to pass Derrick Anderson for 16th place.
